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Participants in general will be under the age of 45y
The participants in the summer school should be people who will become future leaders in their field. 
In general they cannot have attended a previous Summer School
In general they will have completed all or most of their clinical training either in their own country or abroad.
The clinical field in which a person has trained may be in Cardiology, Nephrology, Neurology, Endocrinology or Internal Medicine.
In addition to the clinical strand some participants may be more actively involved in epidemiology, health practice or delivery of health care with a focus on Hypertension and / or cardiovascular disease. 
Nominations will be made by the country’s Hypertension Society but people who wish to attend are invited to contact their society to let them know of their interest.
A certificate of completion of the summer school will be awarded to successful participants.
There is no Registration fee for Participants.
Accommodation and maintenance at the Summer School will be provided by the Host Society.
The participant and/or their nominating Society will be responsible for their travel to the summer school location.
The summer School in 2017 will be held July 31 to August 4 in China at a location adjacent to Shanghai
